Our Emphasis Areas

The SHSP includes four emphasis areas
based on factors that contribute to
fatalities and serious injuries. The plan
provides data-driven strategies and
traffic safety resources within each
emphasis area to help us reach
Destination Zero.
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Each Emphasis Area includes specific
tactics for all road users. Within each
emphasis area, the SHSP also considers:

e Older Drivers (65+)
e Young Drivers (15-24)
¢ Vulnerable Road Users

Vulnerable road users (VRUSs) include
pedestrians, bicyclists, and those using
personal conveyance devices, such as
wheelchairs and electric scooters.

Our goal is to create a
transportation system that
is not only safe for vehicles,
but also for people who
walk, bike, and roll.
